Scrollbars: [image: image2.png]
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Used as sliders on forms, that is, return a number based on position set.

Comes in two flavors, Horizontal and Vertical.

Hscroll1.Min

Minimum (Left/Top) Value:
Hscroll1.Min = 100


Vscroll1.Max

Maximum(Right/Bottom) Value: Vscroll1.Max = 1000


Hscroll1.Value
Current Value of Control: May be read or set…





IX = Hscroll1.Value

Timers: [image: image6.png]
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 Timers are only displayed in design mode.


Timers are like pushbuttons that the system clicks at a set interval.


For Exampe, we can set a timer to fire every second and update a text control to 

display time.  Timers are what makes this all happen.

Timer1.Interval
How often in milliseconds (1/1000th of a second) does this timer tick:  

0=Off

1000=1 Second,
32767=Maximum (32.76 seconds).


Timer1_Timer()
Event fired when timer ticks.

Forms:


We’re going to look at a few more form properties today,

And use those to have one form master form display an About dialog.

When we talk about Dialogs, we’re talking about 1 window.

The master dialog is called the Main Dialog or Main Window.


Forms can be opened or closed at will…





Modal vs Modeless



Modal dialogs lock the system’s attention.



Can’t do anything else until this window is closed.



Form.Show vbModal



Modeless dialogs are the norm.


The window opens, the form is displayed, accepts input, and stays 

Open until closed.

frmAbout.Show  


(Modeless is the default)

frmAbout.Show vbModeless

Be very aware, 

After the main code calls a sub-form modeless,

The sub-form is displayed,

And the main code in the parent continues.


Hiding forms:



Forms can be hidden.



Remain in memory, don’t loose settings.


frmAbout.Hide


Closing forms:


Forms can also be completely removed from memory.



Unload frmAbout

Minimal Coding:

Just another basic command to help with today’s exercises.

We use the Now() function to get the current Date/Time…

Label1.Caption = Now()
